 Within a 12-month period, the 

typical SMB will suffer six 

computer outages. 

 The median cost of downtime 

for a SMB is $12,500 per day 

after a data-loss disaster 

 Only 23% of businesses backup 

daily, and among those with 

disaster preparedness plans, 

50% only implemented a plan 

following a network outage or 

data loss. 

 If a small business can’t 

resume operations within 10 

days following a natural 

disaster, it probably won’t 

survive.
